


The City awarded the construction contract 
to Western Rim Constructors, Inc. of Escondido 
California in July 2008.  The project has 
encountered  a few delays from heavy rains and 
some delay coordinating and installing an 
upgraded sewer line for Padre Dam Municipal 
Water District. However, the construction 
progress has remained on schedule. Nearly all of 
the grading work, site lighting, underground 
utilities, paving, and irrigation have been 
completed.  The YMCA parking lot was 
completed and opened on April 15, 2009.  This 
was a welcomed addition for patrons who have 
patiently been using temporary facilities.  

 
 
 

 
In coordination with Santee Elementary 

School District and Rio Seco Elementary School the 
project is sucessfully removing the unsightly 
concrete channel on the eastern side of Rio Seco 
and constructing a pedestrian access to the school. 
This access can be used as a pick up and drop off 
area and will serve as additional parking during 
school hours if needed. The City and school district 
worked together to solve anticipated parking needs 
and came to a solution that both will benefit from.
